Statement of intent

At Chenies School we believe all children should leave our school with a love of learning and a high level of
self-esteem and confidence. We constantly monitor progress and endeavour to ensure that we provide a
level of support, which means all of our children keep up, rather than reaching a point of needing to catch
up. We want our disadvantaged pupils to have been given the same opportunities at school as our non-
disadvantaged pupils in relation to the support they receive for their learning and extra-curricular provision.

Our belief and research evidence shows that, the quality of teaching and learning is the most important
factor in the achievement of all pupils. Alongside this, research indicates that children who read for
pleasure consistently achieve higher levels of attainment than those who do not. Therefore providing high
quality teaching and learning opportunities, alongside nurturing a love of reading are key to our pupil
premium strategy plan.
